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land of which I swore to Abraham, to 
Isaac, and to Jacob, saying, ‘I will give it to 
your descendants’; I have let you see it 
with your eyes, but you shall not cross over 
there.”

Memorial Highlight 

We are blessed to have more than a century’s worth of memorial gifts. Today’s highlight is one of 
our most recent: the Sanctuary Lamp. It was given by the Selvaggio Family “To the glory of God 
and in loving memory of David and Elizabeth Selvaggio” and dedicated on All Saints Sunday in 
2018. The Sanctuary Lamp burns 364 days a year to indicate the presence of the Reserved 
Sacrament in the tabernacle. Quiz: What is the one day of the year that it is not lit? First person 
to text me the right answer at (203) 273-4909 wins a (very small) prize!  

It’s been a hard time, but something good has come out of our “Great Separation.” Although I 
had hoped to get our services online in 2020, I could never have imagined just how important it 
would be. By being broadcast on the internet we have reached more people than we normally 
would. We regularly reach people in six states. The last Coffeehouse had people drop in from 10!  
To produce high quality programming requires good equipment. We have some, thanks to a 
Diocesan technology grant, but we need to raise about $4,000.00 more for hardware, software, 
and the attendant equipment. I am well aware that this is a terrible time to ask for donations, but 
I am asking anyway! If you can make a donation please send it or bring it in. Please be sure to 
note that it is for the Tech Fund.  We’re good on chalices, but we need newly holy 
hardware.…Your gift could be a great 21st Century memorial or thank-offering!   

 

Live and In-Person and Online  All Saints Day at 10:30  

We hope to be able to gather in person for worship beginning on Sunday, November 1. The plan 
is to have services at 8:00 (live only) and 10:30 for the service that will also be broadcast. We will 
be observing strict COVID-19 regulations, including social distancing, contact tracing, and most 
importantly, correctly worn masks. If you are or have recently been ill, please stay home and join 
us online. Diocesan regulations mandate a maximum of 25 people in the service. That translates 
to 21 slots to attend. You will be required to pre-register by calling the church office and leaving 
a message. Please do not text, e-mail, or call Fr. Byrne’s mobile phone. For it to work, we have to 
have one centralized method of tracking attendance.
