Almighty God, we pray you graciously to behold this your family, for whom our Lord Jesus Christ was willing to be
betrayed, and given into the hands of sinners, and to suffer death upon the cross; who now lives and reigns with you and
the Holy Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

The First Reading Isaiah 52:13—53:12

many who were astonished at him—so marred was his appearance, beyond human semblance, and his form

beyond that of mortals—so he shall startle many nations; kings shall shut their mouths because of him; for
that which had not been told them they shall see, and that which they had not heard they shall contemplate. Who
has believed what we have heard? And to whom has the arm of the Lord been revealed? For he grew up before
him like a young plant, and like a root out of dry ground; he had no form or majesty that we should look at him,
nothing in his appearance that we should desire him. He was despised and rejected by others; a man of suffering
and acquainted with infirmity; and as one from whom others hide their faces he was despised, and we held him
of no account. Surely he has borne our infirmities and carried our diseases; yet we accounted him stricken,
struck down by God, and afflicted. But he was wounded for our transgressions, crushed for our iniquities; upon
him was the punishment that made us whole, and by his bruises we are healed. All we like sheep have gone
astray; we have all turned to our own way, and the Lord has laid on him the iniquity of us all. He was
oppressed, and he was afflicted, yet he did not open his mouth; like a lamb that is led to the slaughter, and like a
sheep that before its shearers is silent, so he did not open his mouth. By a perversion of justice he was taken
away. Who could have imagined his future? For he was cut off from the land of the living, stricken for the
transgression of my people. They made his grave with the wicked and his tomb with the rich, although he
had done no violence, and there was no deceit in his mouth. Yet it was the will of the Lord to crush him with
pain. When you make his life an offering for sin, he shall see his offspring, and shall prolong his days; through
him the will of the Lord shall prosper. Out of his anguish he shall see light; he shall find satisfaction through his
knowledge. The righteous one, my servant, shall make many righteous, and he shall bear their iniquities.
Therefore | will allot him a portion with the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he
poured out himself to death, and was numbered with the transgressors; yet he bore the sin of many, and made
intercession for the transgressors.

The Celebrant says the Collects.

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The Procession of the Cross

All stand. A wooden cross is brought into the church. As it is brought down the aisle, the procession stops for the
following station.

Versicle: "Behold the wood of the Cross on which was hung
the world's salvation.”

Response: Come let us adore him



The cross is placed before the altar and the following anthem is said. The People kneel before the Cross.

Celebrant ~ We glory in your cross, O Lord,

People and praise and glorify your holy resurrection;
for by virtue of your cross
joy has come to the whole world.

Celebrant ~ May God be merciful to us and bless us,
show us the light of his countenance, and come to us.

People Let your ways be known upon earth,
your saving health among all nations.

Celebrant  Let the peoples praise you, O God;
let all the peoples praise you.

People We glory in your cross, O Lord, and praise and glorify your holy resurrection;
for by virtue of your cross, joy has come to the whole world.

The Holy Communion

During the singing of the anthem, the Sacrament is brought from the altar of repose and placed on the altar.

Confession of Sin: Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed,
by what we have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have
not loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son Jesus
Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will and walk in your ways, to the glory of
your Name. Amen.

The Bishop when present, or the Priest, stands and says:

Almighty God have mercy on you, forgive you all your sins through our Lord Jesus Christ, strengthen you in all
goodness, and by the power of the Holy Spirit keep you in eternal life. Amen.

The Celebrant then continues And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,

Our Father, who art in heaven..... for ever and ever. Amen

Communion from the Reserved Sacrament

Those gathered receive on behalf of themselves and all who are gathered virtually. Communion will be
distributed at the foot of the chancel steps. Please keep your mask on. Receive the wafer and step either to the
left or right to the & before consuming the wafer and returning to your seat via the side aisles.



Those worshipping remotely may say this act of Spiritual Communion

My Jesus, I believe that You are present in the Most Holy Sacrament.

I love You above all things, and I desire to receive You into my soul.
Since I cannot at this moment receive You sacramentally, come at least
spiritually into my heart. I embrace You as if You were already there
and unite myself wholly to You. Never permit me to be separated from You. Amen.

After Communion, the Celebrant says, Let us pray together:

Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living members of your Son our

Savior Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood.
Send us now into the world in peace, and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you with
gladness and singleness of heart; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

Closing Prayer
All kneel.

Lord Jesus Christ, Son of the living God, we pray you to set your passion, cross, and death between your
judgment and our souls, now and in the hour of our death. Give mercy and grace to the living; pardon and rest
to the dead; to your holy Church peace and concord; and to us sinners everlasting life and glory; for with the
Father and Holy Spirit you live and reign, one God, now and for ever. Amen.
