The First Lesson                                                                                 Genesis 22:1-14  

fter these things God tested 
Abraham. He said to him, 

“Abraham!” And he said, “Here I am.” He 
said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, 
whom you love, and go to the land of 
Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt 
offering on one of the mountains that I 
shall show you.” So Abraham rose early in 
the morning, saddled his donkey, and 
took two of his young men with him, and 
his son Isaac; he cut the wood for the 
burnt offering, and set out and went to 
the place in the distance that God had 
shown him. On the third day Abraham 
looked up and saw the place far away.

The Second Lesson                       Romans 6:12-23 

herefore, do not let sin exercise 
dominion in your mortal bodies, to 

make you obey their passions. No longer 
present your members to sin as 
instruments of wickedness, but present 
yourselves to God as those who have been 
brought from death to life, and present 
your members to God as instruments of 
righteousness. For sin will have no 
dominion over you, since you are not 
under law but under grace. What then? 
Should we sin because we are not under 
law but under grace? By no means! Do you 
not know that if you present yourselves to 
anyone as obedient slaves, you are slaves of 
the one whom you obey, either of sin, 
which leads to death, or of obedience, 
which leads to righteousness? But thanks 
be to God that you, having once been 
slaves of sin, have become obedient from  

the heart to the form of teaching to which 
you were entrusted, and that you, having 
been set free from sin, have become slaves 
of righteousness. I am speaking in human 
terms because of your natural limitations. 
For just as you once presented your 
members as slaves to impurity and to 
greater and greater iniquity, so now 
present your members as slaves to 
righteousness for sanctification. When you 
were slaves of sin, you were free in regard 
to righteousness. So what advantage did 
you then get from the things of which you 
now are ashamed? The end of those things 
is death. But now that you have been freed 
from sin and enslaved to God, the 
advantage you get is sanctification. The 
end is eternal life. For the wages of sin is 
death, but the free gift of God is eternal 
life in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Almighty, Creator of heaven and earth Through Jesus Christ our Lord; who on the first day of the 
week overcame death and the grave, and by his glorious resurrection opened to us the way of 
everlasting life. Therefore we praise you, joining our voices with Angels and Archangels and with 
all the company of heaven, who for ever sing this hymn to proclaim the glory of your Name:  
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Then the Celebrant continues 

 
Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us  for yourself, and, when we had 
fallen into sin and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your 
only and eternal Son, to share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to 
you, the God and Father of all. 
 
He stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect 
sacrifice for the whole world. 

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and 
when he had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, 
eat: This is my Body, which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me."

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Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy 
food and drink of new and unending life in him. Sanctify us also that we may faithfully 
receive this holy Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day 
bring us with all your saints into the joy of your eternal kingdom. 
 
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of 
the Holy Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.
