The First Lesson                                             1 Kings 2:10-12; 3:3-14

David slept with his ancestors, and was 
buried in the city of David. The time that 
David reigned over Israel was forty years; he 
reigned seven years in Hebron, and thirty-
three years in Jerusalem. So Solomon sat on 
the throne of his father David; and his 
kingdom was firmly established.    Solomon 
loved the LORD, walking in the statutes of 
his father David; only, he sacrificed and 
offered incense at the high places. The king 
went to Gibeon to sacrifice there, for that 
was the principal high place; Solomon used 
to offer a thousand burnt offerings on that 
altar. At Gibeon the LORD appeared to 
Solomon in a dream by night; and God 
said, "Ask what I should give you." And 
Solomon said, "You have shown great and 
steadfast love to your servant my father 
David, because he walked before you in 
faithfulness, in righteousness, and in 
uprightness of heart toward you; and you 
have kept for him this great and steadfast 
love, and have given him a son to sit on his 
throne today. And now, O LORD my God, 
you have made your servant king in place of 
my father David, although I am only a little 
child; I do not know how to go out or come 

in. And your servant is in the midst of the 
people whom you have chosen, a great 
people, so numerous they cannot be 
numbered or counted. Give your servant 
therefore an understanding mind to govern 
your people, able to discern between good 
and evil; for who can govern this, your great 
people?"

God said to him, 
"Because you have asked this, and have not 
asked for yourself long life or riches, or for 
the life of your enemies, but have asked for 
yourself understanding to discern what is 
right, I now do according to your word.

The Celebrant continues We give thanks to you, O God, for the goodness and love which you have made 
known to us in creation; in the calling of Israel to be your people; in your Word spoken through 
the prophets; and above all in the Word made flesh, Jesus, your Son. For in these last days you 
sent him to be incarnate from the Virgin Mary, to be the Savior and Redeemer of the world. In 
him, you have delivered us from evil, and made us worthy to stand before you. In him, you have 
brought us out of error into truth, out of sin into righteousness, out of death into life. 

On the night before he died for us, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he had given 
thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, 
which is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me." 
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After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, 
"Drink this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the 
forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me."  Therefore, according to

In the fullness of time, put all things in 
subjection under your Christ, and bring us to that heavenly country where, with The Blessed Virgin Mary 
(blessed___ and) all your saints, we may enter the everlasting heritage of your sons and daughters; 
through Jesus Christ our Lord, the firstborn of all creation, the head of the Church, and the author of 
our salvation.
